Involvement Committee constructed a public-use fishing dock on a stock tank in the Travis 
County Southeast Metro Park.  The park is just three miles east of the airport on Hwy 71. 
 
The Rangers host varies groups of children some being children in crises groups.  Before the 
dock was constructed the kids fished from muddy banks.  Now they have an ADA compliant 
sidewalk which connects with the ADA compliant and kid-friendly dock.  The dock extends 
outward and forms a “T” providing plenty of casting room for even the very young fisherman.
