Regulatory Oversight Committee Report

Members,

There are a few items that are worth of your attention, and maybe even a few well composed 
emails?  They are as follows:

The Watershed Ordinance Revisions are moving forward.  Please go to "http://www.austintexas.
gov/watershed/ordinances2.htm" for more information.  The current topics are creek setbacks and 
erosion zones, so if you have any thoughts on those issues, please email Matt Hollon at "Matt.
Hollon@austintexas.gov".

Flag lot changes are moving forward.  The minimum width is being increased from 15' to 20', 
and a number of other changes involving utilities/! re protection are proposed.  If you want more 
information or would like to voice your opinion (HINT#), please contact Don Perryman at "don.
perryman@austintx.gov".

Travis County is proposing a revision that would mandate minimum lot sizes to development over 
the Trinity aquifer and western Travis County and over the Edwards aquifer recharge zone.  The 
current proposal is for 1 acre minimum for any lot, for lots served by a public water supply that 
relies on groundwater the minimum would be 5 acres and for individual lots the minimum would 
be 6 acres.  PLEASE contact Anna Bowlin at "Anna.Bowlin@co.travis.tx.us" or at 854-7561 with 
comments and concerns.  This is a pretty big deal folks. 

Those are the highlights#  There are some big changes afoot, as you can see.  I hope that you can 
spend just a few minutes reading up on the issues and voicing your opinions to the proper people.  
I think I sometimes exhaust them with MY opinion, and other opinions from people within ACEA,
