US Government at this organization level.
- Following Apollo, Jim was spent 20 years in several key corporate positions, highlighted by:
-President of System Development Corporation, an early pioneer in computer based
systems
-President of Amex Systems, an electronics and engineering support !'rm
-President of Allied Signal’s Electronic Systems Company
- Following the sale and retirement from Tracor, he became a leader in the Austin region’s
