Regulatory Committee as Busy as Ever!
Hello ACEA Members!  The Regulatory Committee is as busy as ever, working with the City 
of Austin, Travis County, and other surrounding municipalities in an attempt to stay out in front 
of any changes they are proposing, and help them develop rules and regulations that help make 
Central Texas a better place.  We've made some progress, and hope to take another big stride via 
a letter we recently sent to Julie Lipton at the City of Austin outlining some of the most important 
and most common engineering/construction issues.  I have allowed some of our progress to slow 
recently, and I hope this letter will be a good way to get the ball rolling again.  The issues we 
hope to address are:

• Plan review (and subsequent changes) by the inspectors at the Pre-con
• Waivers required during construction of items already approved in the permitted plan set
• Corrections to plans slowing construction because of delay in processing  after correction is 

approved
• Corrections being required even for the most minor change
• Electronic plan submittal requirements/liabilities
• Substantial changes by Street and Bridge inspector during " nal walk thru instead of during 

review process
• Dif" culty in approving creative and environmentally friendly designs outside of everyday 

standards
• Reliance on standard details in situations that call for site speci" c engineering
• Development of new rules and standards without stakeholder input (until very end of process)
• No means of determining 1704 status without formal project submittal

Quite a few department heads and higher ups at the City were copied on the letter, so I hope this 
will be a good catalyst for bringing together different departments and help us iron out some 
commonly occurring, but relatively simple issues that cost us all quite a bit of time and money.  

In other news, we are also working on Warrantee bonds, the latest round of proposed rule changes, 
proposed Travis County SWPPP requirements (which have the potential to be quite cumbersome!), 
possible changes to rules regarding # ag lots, possible changes to revegetation requirements (to 
address dif" culties brought on by the drought), etc.  Plus, the DSMBR subcommittee is making 
good progress and we hope to meet with Veronica soon to suggest ways to improve and streamline 
the bidding process.

• House Bill 2093 (Indemnity): Bans broad form indemnity clauses and the requirement 
for blanket additional insured endorsements in construction contracts. Creates exclusion for 
employees’ personal injury claims and for OCIPs and CCIPs. CIPs must provide completed 
operations coverage for at least three years. (Effective January 1, 2012) 

• HB 1456/SB 1332 (Lien Waiver): Creates one set of statutory lien waiver forms, both 
conditional and unconditional, to be used during the payment process on construction projects 
in Texas. (Effective January 1, 2012) 

• HB 1390/SB 590 (Retainage Lien): Moves retainage notice requirements to the end of 
the Project. Claimants can now send notice of a retainage claim and ! le a lien within 30 days of 
completion of their work. (Effective September 1, 2011)

• HB 345/SB 1382 (Interest Against Government): Allows contractors, subcontractors 
and suppliers to collect interest from government owners on past due contract balances. (Effec-
tive September 1, 2011)

• HB 346/SB 539 (Attorneys’ Fees on Liens): Makes collection of attorneys’ fees manda-
tory on suits to foreclose lien claims (except against residential) (Effective September 1, 2011)

• HB 628 (Alternative Delivery Systems): Allows for CSP, JOC, CMA, CMAR and DB 
procurement methods in addition to strict competitive bidding, allows awards based on “best 
value” including any legal criteria listed in the RFP, and consolidates the rules applicable to 
procurement for most public construction contracts. (Effective September 1, 2011)

• SB 1048 (Public/Private Partnerships): Provides a road map for private ! nancing of 
public construction projects; allows for unsolicited proposals and requires payment and perfor-
mance bonds. (Effective September 1, 2011)

• SB 425 (Certi! cates of Insurance): De! nes limitations for certi! cates of insurance, like 
a certi! cate of insurance is not an insurance policy, and a certi! cate cannot alter a policy; and 
agents/brokers cannot be required to issue modi! ed certi! cates that deviate from state approved 
forms. (Effective January 1, 2012)
