Regulatory Committee Report

The Regulatory Subcommittee has been busy reviewing the secong quarter rule changes proposed by the Waterst
Protection Department, the Planning and Development Department, Public Works, and Austin Water Utility. There
are some minor changes, and a few new details.

The City of Austin passed a new Tree Ordinance that creates a new set of rules, processes, and requirements t
you need to go through if you wish to remove a tree greater than 24” in diameter (as calculated by the multiple ster
method in the City of Austin Land Development Code). Trees with a single trunk greater than 30" have yet another
more rigorous set of rules and requirements to complete before they can be removed. The City of Westlake Hill:
has passed a similar, babrerestrictive tree ordinance that not only regulates tree removal, but all tree trimming
and underbrush clearing. It's important that you make sure you are familiar with these rules before beginning
design or construction.

Another item we are keeping our eyes on....The City is going to investigate “means of reducing nitrous oxide, par-
ticulate, and greenhouse gas emissions associated with construction and demolition projects.” | will be meeting
shortly with the City Council member who made the recommendation, and | will get back to everyone with more
information on what the City is planning and how we can assist them in making sensible and pragmatic rules tha
can improve our air quality without causing undue/unrealistic 'nancial hardships.

This Month’s Regulatory Minute

“Retaining wall requirements in Austin”

The City of Austin requires permits, engineering reports and inspections for retaining walls over 4’ measured from
the bottom of the footing to the top of the wall. Both the IBC and the IRC are amended to read as follows:

2003 International Building Code Local Amendments

105.2 Work exempt from permit. Exemptions from permit requirements of this code shall not be deemed
to grant authorization for any work to be done in any manner in violation of the provisions of this code or any other
laws or ordinances of this jurisdiction. Permits shall not be required for the following:

Building:

“Retaining walls which are not over 4 feet in height measured from the bottom of the footing to the top of

the wall, unless supporting a surcharge or impounding Class I, Il or lll-A liquids.”

2006 International Residential Code Local Amendments

R105.2 Work exempt from permit. Permits shall not be required for the following. Exemption from the permit
requirements of this code shall not be deemed to grant authorization for any work to be done in any manner in viola-
tion of the provisions of this code or any other laws or ordinances of this jurisdiction.

Building:

“Retaining walls that are not over 4 feet in height measured from the bottom of the footing to the top of the
wall, unless supporting a surcharge.”

Hanson Pipe & Precast on Airport Blvd. in Austin has been producing concrete pipe for over 50
years. The process used to produce reinforced concrete pipe and box at Hanson's Austin Plant
is called dry-cast. Dry-cast uses negative to zero slump concrete mix and places it in forms using machinery. Since
very little moisture is used in the dry-cast mix, the mix sets up in a matter of minutes. This allows the form work to
be stripped off and reused multiple times during the production cycle. This is opposite of the more familiar wet-cast
method, whereby the concrete mix is placed in a form and then allowed to cure over a number of days before the forn
may be removed.

The Austin Plant uses both packer-head and vibratory equipment to make pipe and box. Typical concrete mix desigt
is 5000 psi, although mixes with strengths up to 7000 psi can be produced. The Austin Plant also makes bends an
wyes for pipes and box. Lastly, a three-edge bearing test machine which measures concrete pipe strength is als
demonstrated.
