Regulatory Committee Report
Submitted by Casey Giles, P.E., Chairman

There are two main items I want to bring to your attention this month.  The ! rst is my goal to work 
with the Mayor, City Manager, City Council, and/or anyone else who will listen regarding the 1704 
process as a whole, and the associated Project Duration/Expiration issues.  My main hope is to work 
with the City to make the 1704 process predictable, open, and done at a time that is more logical.  
The rules under which we will be designing need to be determined BEFORE we begin the design, not 
when we are ! nished.  And in that same vein, I have been watching too many permits expire due to 
project duration, and I am hoping to convince the City that these dire economic conditions justify a 
blanket extension of existing permits in order to stimulate development in the City of Austin.  BUT I 
NEED YOUR HELP.  Please email me or Lisa with stories and examples of dif! culty you have had 
or are having with anything mentioned above.  It will all be 100% anonymous, so please don't worry 
about ruf" ing any feathers.  I just need to amass a worthy volume of data points to take to the City 
so that they begin to understand that these concerns are not small isolated events, but actually wide 
spread and often very costly, ultimately discouraging new development and more importantly re-
development in our city.

The second item is a chance for all of YOU to tell the Powers-That-Be exactly how you feel about 
our great city's transportation situation, as well as suggest ways to improve it and speci! c areas that 
need those improvements.  In order to gather this information, the City of Austin has launched a new 
online survey asking citizens about their transportation priorities to help guide how future transpor-
tation dollars will be spent. Transportation Director Rob Spillar hopes to get input from us regard-
ing near- and long-term transportation improvements for roads, bicycle and pedestrian routes, and 
potential urban rail development. The survey is designed for us to be able to directly in" uence the 
path of Austin's future mobility plan###.  Results from the survey will be shared with the City Council 
as it considers our future mobility projects.   Survey Link: http://www.austinstrategicmobility.com/

Finally, I'd like to close with another reminder that I incorrectly described my Symposium breakout 
session to be changes to the ECM and the SWPPP.  It will actually cover that as well as changes to 
the UCM, LDC, and the process by which these rules are changed.
