Regulatory Report

Submitted by Casey Giles, Chairman

After many, MANY meetings with various staff at the City of Austin, new closed conduit drainage
easement requirements are moving forward for adoption. It addresses the City's need for space during
maintenance and/or replacement of existing storm sewer lines. It is more than fair to say that if you are
replacing a 42" line that is 9' deep, you don'tvastory homes 7.5' away on both sides! HOWEVER..

it is worth noting that the new rules effectively double the minimum easement requirement, though being
able to accomplish a portion of that via building setback is a nice option. Please review the table below,

National Work Zone Awareness Week

As an organization of contractors and engineers, ACEA knows the importance of work zone safety. This
year the ACEA Traflc Control Sub-Committee will have a session at the annual Design and Construction
Symposium on Work Zone Safety — Lessons Learned.

This year's National Work Zone Awareness Week is scheduled for April 4-8. The theme for this year is
"Safer driving. Safer work zones. The goal of National Work Zone Awareness Week 2011 is to remind
drivers that safer driving means safer work zones for everyone.

Here in Texas, the primary source of automobilsltetatistics is from the Texas Peace Oflcer'ddant

Report !lled by the investigating oflcer. Among the information collected on this form are the identities

of the people involved, vehicle information, the location of the crash, and the road conditions. In addi-
tion there is a narrative description and diagram of the crash that presents the oflcer's opinion of what
happened. There are four codes that can be entered by DPS that indicate a construction zone. These are:

* In highway construction area - Not construction related
* In highway construction area - Construction related

* In other construction area - Not construction related
 In other construction area - Construction related

In this context,'other” construction areas are non-highway construction events, such as work along the
side of the road to replace a utility pole.

According to NHTSA, there there were 3,071 fatalities in motor vehicle crashes in the state of Texas in
2009. 95 of which were in work zones. Unfortunately, Texas is always on the top of any list that ranks the
states by deaths occurring in work zones.
Nationwide in 2009, 667 workers and mo
torists were killed in highway work zones
and more than 40,000 were injured. 859
of those killed in work zones are driverd{ s
and their passengers.

FTA and COA Begin Environmental Study for Urban Rail

Public Meetings Start Week of April

The Federal Transit Administration (FTA) and thgy©if Austin have of!cially begun the process oéparing
an environmental impact statement (EIS) for Austambposed Urban Rail system in Central Austinuitiog
scheduling a series of meetings in April for the public to learn about and comment on the proposed system.

The initial phase of the EIS process — known as the “scoping” phase — will present information and gather
input on the proposed Urban Rail system and consider alternate approaches to meeting Austin’s urban and
regional transportation needs.

The proposed 16.5-mile transit system would serve Downtown Austin, the State Capitol Complex, and the
University of Texas campus, with extensions southeast to Austin-Bergstrom International Airport (along
East Riverside Drive) and northeast to the Mueller redevelopment.

The “scoping” process focuses on the purpose and need identiled by the city for the Urban Rail project —
to improve mobility, connectivity and sustainability in the region’s core by:
 Increasing transportation system capacity and choice while preserving the integrity and vitality of
existing neighborhood plans and commercial districts;
« Improving access to major activity centers and other regional transit;
« Promoting economic development and reinvestment in emerging neighborhoods and districts and
supporting the city’s goals for the environment and public health and safety.

In August 2006 the Capital Area Pavement Engineers Council (CAPEC) was established to represent gl of the
cities and counties in the Williamson, Travis and Hays county area. There is also the possibility of extending thi
region into Bastrop, Burnet, and Wilbarger Counties depending upon interest from those communities.
Specilc Goals Statements are set forth as follows:

1. Improve the quality of pavements throughout the Austin Region, and lower the life-cycle cost of pgvement
maintenance at the local level through the use of standardized paving materials and uniform design, consfruction,
maintenance, and management practices. This goal to be initially achieved through development of a Uniform
Design and Construction Speci!cation manual for local governments in the Region.
2. Improve information sharing and provide educati@mpgportunities for the CAPEC membership concerm-
ing the planning, design, materials, specilcation, construction practices, maintenance practices, pavement man-
agement, inspection, and testing of pavements. Improve communication between jurisdictions including CAPEC,
Capital Area Council of Governments (CAPCOG), Té&xasartment of Transportation (TxDOT), Federal Higly
Administration (FHWA), universities, private industry, and industry associations such as the Asphalt Institute,
Texas Asphalt Pavement Association (TAPA), and the American Concrete Pavement Association (ACPA).

1. Improve the awareness of local, state and federal engineers and oflcials concerning the extent off paving
work accomplished in the Region and the !nancial implications of this work for the citizens we serve.
2. Promote pavement management programs for all local governments in the Region and to projide ex-

perienced technical assistance to the members in the implementation of individual pavement management@nd
pavement preservation programs. E

3. Obtain funding from state and federal sources to conduct the research which is necessary to
CAPEC's goals and implement the speci'ed projects.

The Council continues working to resolve pavement design, maintenance, and management issues com
of the agencies.

Travis County Eyeing $250 Million
Bond Election in November

County Judge Sam Biscoe (pictured) recently repeated his plan to ask voters in|Travis
County to approve about $250 million in bonds to pay for several construction prgjects
and buy additional park land. Biscoe appointed a 15-member citizens advisor\lcom-

to be

mittee expected to begin meeting soon to discuss and prioritize possible projec
included in the bond proposal.

County staff in January developed a list of posdilaind projects that originally carried a $262ionill

price tag and plan to provide a revised list once the citizen's advisory committee elects a chairperson
and sets a meeting schedule, county of!cials said. The January priority list included about $82 mil-
lion in projects to widen roads and $13 million for road safety projects. County oflcials also expect
to participate in three pass-through agreements with the Texas Department of Transportation using
an estimated $61.8 million of the bonds if voters approve the proposal.

Other projects on the preliminary list of bond projects include $35 million to buy land for parks,
$7.6 million for drainage projects, $6.5 milliorr taridge safety projects and $2.7 million for bileyc
safety projects.
