The Regulatory Committee has a lot going on, as always!  We have made some very good progress 
on a number of issues, such as:

• The Top Soil spec - The City of Austin is currently reviewing a MUCH more reasonable 
alternative to the speci" cation and we have to have that up for approval very soon.  Special thanks to 
your president Mike Ehrhardt for coming up with a good alternative that the City has almost completely 
accepted!

• Storm Sewer Easement Widths - The proposed speci" cation to almost triple some storm 
sewer easements was pulled from the last round of code amendments and we are in the process of 
developing more realistic rules that will help the City avoid some of the tight situations they have 
encountered while repairing older lines, but will also avoid taking large swaths of land for property 
owners.  Other obvious issues arise with very speci" c depth/width requirements because easements 
are dedicated with the plat, before " nal design!

• Storm Sewer Design electronic submittals - As far as I know, that proposed rule has been 
pulled inde" nitely!

• Downstream Conveyance requirements - After a productive meeting with the City, we plan 
to propose some long overdue changes/clari" cations to the DCM in order to more realistically re# ect 
the situations and responsibilities of development in Austin.  If you have any issues or suggestions 
with our current drainage criteria, please let me know!

• Warranty Bonds - Great work has been done by Jen Paisley and Mike Ehrhardt to try to 
clarify in warranty bonds exactly what the developer, engineer, and contractor are responsible for at 
the end of project walk thru and at the one year " nal walk thru.  Vital to this are the current pavement 
design speci" cations that we are trying to improve and clarify so that what gets put on the ground is 
what the City asked for, and they know they have to be responsible for it.

I appreciate all your help and support on these issues, and I am always open to discussing any past, 
present, or future issue you may have with our local regulations!
