CAMPO Develops Solutions for Regional Transportaion Challenges

For the past several decades, the Central Texas region has experienced sustained population and employ-
ment growth. If this trend continues, the population and employment in CAMPO'’s "ve counties will

more than double over the next 25 years. By 2035 the regional transportation system will need to accom-
modate over 3 million residents! The draft CAMPO 2035 Plan, entitled ‘People, Planning and Preparing
for the Future: Your 25 Year Transportation Plan’, has been developed to address this anticipated growth.

The draft CAMPO 2035 Plan assumes the region will work toward implementation of higher density,
mixed use activity centers that would allow us to get more out of our transportation system an improve
regional quality of life.
