The Texas Transportation Commission approved the list of 11projects, estimated at $280 million in 
state investment, around the state that will be funded by TxDOT’s pass-through ! nance program.
 
Pass-through ! nancing allows local municipalities or private entities to pay for costs to build a trans-
portation project and get reimbursed from the state as the transportation project becomes operational. It 
lets local of! cials reprioritize and accelerate projects important to the region.

“We were fortunate to receive so many worthwhile applications for projects from around the state,” 
said John Barton, Assistant Executive for engineering Operations.

“The projects we will advance through this program will greatly bene! t our state transportation system. 
These types of partnerships are very helpful in stretching our limited funding further to do more work 
for Texas.”

Contracts will be negotiated and executed with the local entities to determine reimbursement sched-
ules, developed as part of each individual pass-through ! nance agreement.

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$150 Million Approved for Engineering on 
Texas' Congested Corridors

  IN THE NEWS

The Texas Transportation Commission approved the use of $150 million in Proposition 12 bond 
proceeds for consultant engineering that will enable the development of future projects and reduce 
congestion on some of Texas’ most congested corridors.

All of these projects will help make improvements to the top 100 congested segments of roadways on the 
Texas Department of Transportation’s (TxDOT) highway system. In cooperation with the state’s transporta-
tion partners, TxDOT developed a list of potential projects to be developed with these funds. 

According to Texas Transportation Commissioner Ned Holmes, "this funding will allow these critically-
needed projects to continue the engineering work necessary to commence construction when future funding 
is available."

In July 2009, the Texas Legislature authorized TxDOT to issue approximately $2 billion in general obliga-
tion bonds for highway improvements. Texas voters approved Proposition 12 bonds, which are backed by 
the state’s general revenue not by fuel tax revenues.

In November 2009, the Texas Transportation Commission approved using Proposition 12 bond revenue to 
fund more than 70 highway construction projects
