Even in a down economy, there is still a lot of digging going on!  Accidents happen when risks aren’t managed 
by all parties during the process of requesting utility locates prior to excavation and then safely working around 
underground facilities after locate markings are placed. Job safety, reduced ef" ciency, chronic delays and even 
temporary down time can signi" cantly affect a contractors’ bottom line. Fortunately, there are opportunities for 
contractors to improve job ef" ciency and signi" cantly reduce risks associated with work involving excavation, 
simply by taking a seat at the table with other industry leaders.

Every month, or quarterly in some parts of Texas, regional Damage Prevention Council meetings take place 
where stakeholders discuss ways to improve the process associated with safe excavation and take on projects 
that help make that a reality. A Damage Prevention Council (DPC) is a member-driven association dedicated 
to the prevention of damage to underground utilities. Typically comprised of construction contractors, utility 
operators, One Call, municipalities, utility locators, insurance providers, engineering " rms and other associated 
industry stakeholders, a DPC meeting provides an optimal forum where stakeholders can share information 
and perspectives, and then work together on all aspects of damage prevention issues.

The Damage Prevention Councils of Texas were established in 2000 to facilitate communication among the 
regional DPCs as well as Utility Coordination Councils (UCC) and Local Emergency Planning Committee 
(LEPC) sub-committees that shared common damage prevention goals. As a result of this organizational effort, 
the existing entities began to coordinate their respective damage prevention efforts while new DPCs were estab-
lished in previously unrepresented areas of the State. This same year, the Common Ground Alliance (CGA) was 
established to continue the damage prevention efforts envisioned by the Common Ground Study.  Sponsored 
by the U.S. Department of Transportation and completed in 1999, this Study represents the collaborative work 
of 160 industry professionals who identi" ed best practices relating to damage prevention. The state level Dam-
age Prevention Councils of Texas and national level CGA are consistently working with industry stakeholders 
and regulators to produce stronger, more effective results through partnership, collaboration, and the pursuit of 
common goals in damage prevention. For more information on CGA, go to: www.commongroundalliance.com

There are currently 13 Damage Prevention Councils active across the State of Texas.  The areas covered by 
these councils include around 85% of the population of the state. In promoting a spirit of shared responsibility, 
regional DPCs welcome all stakeholders who would like to be a part of the damage prevention solution.  As a 
contractor and professional excavator working in Texas, you are invited to participate in any of the stakeholder 
roundtables which meet on a regular basis all across Texas.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION
The Waller Creek Tunnel Project is a pro-
posed storm water bypass tunnel with an 
inlet structure in Waterloo Park and an outlet 
structure at Lady Bird Lake near Waller Beach 
and the Four Seasons Hotel.  Nearly a mile 
long, the tunnel will vary between 22 and 26 
feet in diameter.  The project is expected to 
reduce the size of the 100-year ! oodplain of 
the lower Waller Creek watershed by an esti-
mated 28 acres and allow denser development 
and redevelopment in a very desirable area of downtown Austin.  The pump station at Waterloo Park will maintain 
constant water ! ow in the creek downstream of 12th Street during the dry season, thus improving water quality 
and fostering an atmosphere suitable for public venues and natural settings at Waterloo Park, along the creek, and 
at Waller Beach.  Inlet weirs along the creek will increase the ability to maintain storm water levels and water qual-
ity by adding stilling ponds and waterfalls along the creek. The project is the " rst phase of an area master plan to 
address development, public use, hike/bike access, and aesthetics for the Waller Creek District.  The Waller Creek 
Tunnel Project is comprised of several construction projects including utility relocation, the tunnel, the inlet, the 
outlet, creek side inlets, and site restoration. Construction will take place from Summer 2010 until Fall 2014.

The Regulatory Committee Monthly Report!
Submitted by Casey Giles, P.E. Chairman

PROGRESS!!  Your hardworking Regulatory Committee was able to convince the City of Austin to re-
think the SWPPP requirements.  Thanks to tireless work by Brandi Stark, and multiple meetings with City 
staff, the City has acknowledged that most of their concerns are addressed in the existing TCEQ SW3P, 
and/or the City's existing regulations regarding what goes into plans, engineering reports, environmental 
reports, drainage reports, environmental assessments, etc.  Therefore, instead of requiring a COA format-
ted SWPPP submittal at the beginning of plan review, the SWPPPs will again be required at the precon 
but not before.  Please note that it will be a few months before the rule is of" cially changed, so you will 
continue to need to turn in the SWPPP at the beginning of the project.(Though some have negotiated with 
the City on a project by project basis, and haven't needed to turn in the SWPPP until the end of the plan 
review, just prior to receiving the permit.)

MORE PROGRESS!!!  We are currently in discussions with the appropriate City staff regarding the new 
top soil spec that has caused quite a bit of consternation.  Hopefully, I will be able to report back with 
good news. 

We are continuing to push the City to discuss the electronic submittal requirements, proposed storm sewer 
design electronic submittal requirements, proposed storm sewer easement enlargement, incorporation of 
Street and Bridge review BEFORE the project is under construction, and we are working with the City 
to straighten out the Warranty Bond issues that have started popping up again.
